Many cities, all over the world, have disappeared over the centuries,
abandoned — but perhaps never forgotten — destroyed by natural
disasters or buried under new urban layers, re-emerging for different
reasons. Fascinating historians, explorers, archaeologists, architects,
and artists, the ‘lost cities’ - both literally and metaphorically - have
continued to exist in literary sources, descriptions, chronicles, and
sometimes in iconographic representations.

Starting from the case study of the Vesuvian cities, the international
conference Lost Cities in a Global Perspective: Sonrces, Experience, Imagery
in Early Modern Period (X1-X1/1II century) is aimed to investigate in an
interdisciplinary and comparative way the material and imaginary
dimensions assumed by the lost cities in a global perspective, before
the birth of archaeology as a science in the 18th-19th century.
